added, was the absence of data and relevant expertise, a situation which necessitated the collaborative effort of the Commission with relevant agencies.
Professor Jega also announ-ced that a Technical Com-mittee on Constituency Delimitation (TCCD) has also been set up to support the NCCD which is the apex organ.
The TCCD is headed by Dr. Nuru A. Yakubu, a National Commissioner and Chairman of the Operations Committee. 

INEC WORKING WITH OTHER AGENCIES TO REVIEW ELECTO-RAL CONSTITUEN-CIES
As part of the Commission’s efforts to deepen democracy and create room for more equitable representation, the Independent National Electoral Commission is working with the relevant agencies of Government and Development Partners.
National Commissioner and Chairman Technical Com-mittee on Delimitation Dr. Nuhu Yakubu said this while giving an overview of his Committee’s activities at  the
Inauguration of the National Committee on Constituency Delimitation at INEC Headquarters in Abuja yesterday.
Dr. Yakubu explained that the Commission had consi-dered and reviewed an action plan and has signed Memoranda of Understan-ding with relevant partners such as:  National Population Commission, National Boundary Commission, and The National Space Research and Development Agency (NASRDA) which have yielded great results especially in terms of acquiring relevant data that will aid the success of the delimitation process. 
He stressed the need to sensitize and allay the fears of Nigerians on the issue of delimitation, adding that the Committee has taken steps by holding an interactive retreat with the Senate Committee on INEC and House Committee on Electoral Maters. It also held a retreat with Critical Stakeholders In The Elec-toral Process.
The Chairman Technical Committee on Delimitation further reiterated the recommendations from the retreats    that     stakeholders 
should be carried along in all process.
They include: sanitizing polling units ahead of 2015 General Elections and the drafting of guidelines for the delimitation of Constituen-cies based on the available data from partner organiza-tions and 2006 Census figures.

INEC HOLDS WORK-SHOP FOR PAOs
The Independent National Electoral Commission (INEC) in collaboration with UNDP-DGD Project II is to hold a two-day workshop for Public Affairs Officers (PAOs) across the country at the New Chelsea Hotel, Central Area, Abuja on the 3rd and 4th April 2014.

The PAOs will be updated on the Commission’s Prepa-rations for the 2015 General Elections; the Timetable and Schedule of Activities of the 2015 General Elections; the Optimization of the Voters’ Register; the Guidlines and Modalities for Continous Voter Registration (CVR); and the Distribution of Permanent Voter Cards (PVCs); as well as the recently approved Communi-cation Policy for the Commission.
