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ANAMBRA ELEC-TION WILL BE BETTER THAN EDO AND ONDO – JEGA
T

he Independent National Electoral Commission, INEC has once again expressed its determination to ensure that the Anambra governorship election scheduled for November 16 is much better than that of Edo and Ondo states held in 2012.
As part of efforts to achieve this, the Commission is embarking on rigorous training of ad hoc staff and INEC officials who will parti-cipate in the election. It is also making arrangement to improve on logistics so as to ensure early commencement of polls.
INEC Chairman, Prof. Attahiru Jega, who was speaking on the preparations for Anambra election and other activities leading to the poll including the Continuous Voters Registration (CVR) which commenced yesterday all over Anambra  state said that the Commission was factoring all the lessons learnt in previous elec-tions conducted since 2011 into its plan for the Anambra poll.
He said that the Commission had realized the importance of adequate    training    of    election
officials and had increased the period of training from 3 to 5 days to make for better performance of poll officials, adding, ‘’the more trained they are, the better they perform.’’
The Chairman said, “we are doing everything possible to ensure that there is remarkable improvement in Anambra State election than the previous elections we had since 2011.” 
According to the Chairman, one of the lessons the Commission learnt was how to address the issue of late commencement of voting as a result of late arrival of election materials for which the Commission has made adequate arrangement by establishing Registration Area Councils, RACs where personnel and election materials are lodged a day to election for early distribution to polling units on election day.
On the CVR which is on-going in Anambra State, the Chairman advised Anambra citizens to avail themselves of the opportunity to ensure that they are properly captured on the electronic register saying, “if you are not on the electronic register, you will not be allowed to vote.”
The Chairman said, “we are trying to ensure that all eligible voters in Anambra State are on electronic voter register. We will give opportunity to those who were not 
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properly captured during the 2011 voter registration to do so and also those who turned 18 after the 2011 voter registration to get registered.”
